2. The plans do not have the certification and dedicatory statement signed by the owners.

3. An existing features plan is required.  This plan will show the existing lot lines, the 
existing SWM features throughout the lots; existing utilities (public water), existing steep 
slopes (>15%), existing addresses for lots #15 and #16 and the existing wooded areas.  
SLDO 260.14.A(15) (Not clear if a waiver is being requested, written response seems to 
indicate someone may ask for a waiver (not sur the response was to be submitted)? 

 
4. Sight distances and sight triangles are not depicted on the plans for the existing 

driveway location nor for the proposed one on Lot #8.  SLDO 260.14.A(19) 
 

5. Are there any deed restrictions or covenants with the properties?  If so, those recorded 
documents should be referenced on the plan.  SLDO 260.14.A(27)

She, and the other members of the Planning 
Commission, think this is something that should be monitored closely.  Staff noted that the 
Planning Commission’s comments will be sent to the Township Engineer so that he would 
know their concerns and would be able to help monitor this matter thoroughly.
