The plans do not depict an original property description as required. SLDO 260.14.A (1)
The surveyor/engineer signature and seal are required to be on the plans. SLDO 260.14.A(12)

The plans do not have the certification and dedicatory statement signed by the owners. SLDO
260.14.A(13)

The existing access easement for Lot 1 onto Lewisberry Road? If so, recording information is
required. SLDO 260.14.A(17)

Approval by Pennsylvania American Water Company for water and sewer for LotlA must be
submitted. SLDO 260.14.B(6) and SLDO 260.14.B(10)

A copy of the approved DEP Planning Module exemption is required. SLDO 260.14.B(2)

Cul-de-sac streets shall not provide access to more than 25 dwelling units. SLDO 260.22D(4)
Applicant is requesting a modification of this requirement.

The plan does not depict installation of sidewalks. SLDO 260.25A
Applicant is requesting a modification of this requirement.

General Comments:

1. Pursuant to Fairview Township’s Act 209 Traffic Impact Fee ordinance, a fee will be imposed for
each new PM vehicular trip associated with the development at a rate of $1,583.00/new trip. A
letter should be provided assessing new traffic volumes, so that it can be reviewed by the Traffic
Consultant. ACT 209 Traffic Impact Fee Ordinance.

2. Note #7 refers to the old section of the SLDO ordinance. It should be SLDO Sec. 260.31

3. The Stormwater note #10 should be revised to reflect “Lot 1A” and not Lots 3, 4, 5.

4. A 20” wide planting screen easement is shown across the front of Lot 1A. This should be removed.

5. The new address for Lot #1A, if the plan is approved, will be “2 Timber Lane”.

6. All plans have to comply with Resolution 2008-13, which states that all accounts with the township
must be current and not delinquent.

A primary control point (s.260-14.A.22)
Any required Sewage Facilities Planning Module or exemption (5.260-14.B.2)

A certified letter from the Authority (Suez) that water and sewer are available to serve Lot
1A (s.260-15.B.12)

The cartway width for Timber Lane (s.260-15.B.6)
