ORDINANCE NO. 2024-3

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF FAIRVIEW TO AMEND A SECTION
OF CHAPTER 1. PART 3. C-1-331 - COMPENSATION OF TAX COLLECTOR
AND PART 3, C-1-332 - COMPENSATION OF TOWNSHIP TAX COLLECTOR
FOR TAX CERTIFICATIONS.

Be it enacted and ordained by the Board of Supervisors of the Township of Fairview,
York County, Pennsylvania, and is hereby enacted and ordained by the authority of
the same as follows:

Section 1 Chapter 1, Part 3 — C §1-331 is hereby amended to read in it entirety as
follows:

Compensation of the tax collector of Fairview Township, York County Pennsylvania
Compensate the Tax collector on a two (2) tiered system as follows: $1.00 (one dollar) per
bill mailed, and $2.95 (two dollars ninety-five cents) per bill collected. Said compensation
for Township Taxes collected in each year by the said tax collector may be fixed from time
to time pursuant to amendment by the Board of Supervisors by Ordinance.

Section 2 Chapter 1, Part 3 — C §1-332 is hereby amended to read in its entirety as
follows:

Compensation of the Township Tax Collector for Tax Certifications:
The Tax Collector of Fairview Township, York County, Pennsylvania is authorized to
provide tax certifications upon request by the public. The tax collector is further authorized
to assess, collect, and retain as compensation, for such additional service, a reasonable fee,
not to exceed $25.00 per tax certification, as determined by the collector, as authorized by
statute, per certification.

Section 3 Repealer. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances that are inconsistent
herewith are hereby repealed.

Section 4. Severability. If any sentence, clause, section or part of this ordinance is
for any reason found to be unconstitutional, illegal, or invalid, such
unconstitutionality, illegality, or invalidity shall not affect or impair any of
the remaining provisions, sentences, clauses, sections or parts of the
Ordinance. It is hereby declared as the intent of the Board of Supervisors
that this Ordinance would have been adopted has such unconstitutional
illegal or invalid sentence, section, clause, or part thereof not been included
herein.
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Section 5. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective January 1,
2026 after adoption by the Board of Supervisors.
